Meeting Minutes: June 12, 2019

The annual meeting of Northside Education Inc. dba Atlanta Classical Academy was held on June 12,
2019 at 4 p.m. at Atlanta Classical Academy, 3260 Northside Drive, N.W., Atlanta, GA 30327, the Board
Chair being in the chair and the Secretary being present.

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 4 p.m. In attendance: Board Chair Matthew Kirby, Cat
McAfee, Sean Barry, Karen Evans, Joe Santifer, and Principal Chris Knowles. With the majority of the di-
rectors in office in attendance, a quorum was established for the transaction of business.

The board unanimously approved the minutes of the June 7, 2019 special meeting. The board unani-
mously approved an amended agenda of this meeting.

Community Comments. None.

Chairman’s Report. School expects to receive from GADOE and APS the renewal charter agreement ap-
proved by GADOE in February, but authorizers have not confirmed the timeline. Chair expects to transi-
tion to BoardDocs by beginning of fiscal year, July 2, 2019. Chair will share proposed FY20 board meet-

ing and training schedule prior to August meeting.

Advancement Report. Advancement figures to date in the Dashboard (attached).

Treasurer’s Report. “The Treasure has reviewed the April financial statements as prepared by the Princi-
pal, confirmed account balances, and noted no unusual circumstances. May financials forthcoming.
Recommend contracting with auditor Brooks McGinnis to audit FY19 financials.” Mr. Sean Barry

Report on Community and Political Engagement. Mr. Santifer reported on school service project at In-
dian Creek Park.

Principal’s Reports. School expects $30k Georgia safety/security grant early in FY20; Principal com-
mended the faculty and staffs support of the school’s first graduation proceedings; most faculty mem-
bers will train at ACA, some of our teachers are presenting at Hillsdale’s training sessions; teachers using
Atlas tool to map curriculum to state standards; Principal provided the attached report on academic per-
formance data; Principal reports that school will replace ITBS with NWEA MAP test next year, because it
is nationally normed and will also correlate expected performance against Georgia Standards of Excel-
lence. Principal indicated school would provide comprehensive retention report at August meeting that
includes trends, reasons for losses (when possible), and demographic composition of those who partici-
pated in the FY19 lottery, as privacy and data availability allow.

ITBS Overview

e [TBS is a norm-referenced test, designed to provide information on how well a
student performs in comparison to other students roughly the same age and
grade across the nation.

e The assessment measures achievement based on national core standards in
several key content areas and are administered at each grade level to a
representative sample of students from the nation’s public and private schools
under uniform or standard conditions.

e At ACA, the assessments is administered annually to all students in
Kindergarten through eighth grade.



ITBS Overview

e The following scores are used to measure overall performance ITBS
assessment: National Percentile Ranking and Grade Equivalent.

O
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National Percentile Ranking (NPR): Percentile ranks range from 1to 99
and are commonly used for reporting norm-referenced test results.

m A percentile may be interpreted as the percentage of students in a
national sample whose scores fall below a given student’s ITBS scale
score. This report uses the NPR of the average scale score for each
grade to compare grade level performance with other students at the
same grade or age level.

Grade Equivalent (GE): National grade equivalent scores compare
student performance on grade-level material against the average
performance of students at other grade levels on the same material and is
reported in terms of grade level and months.

e In English Language Arts, students in Grade 6 on average performed at three grade levels above
their grade level; while students in Grades 7 + 8 performed at five grade levels above their grade
level. In mathematics, students in Grades 6, 7, and 8 on average performed at one, two, and three
grade levels, above their grade levels, respectively.



GA ACCESS for ELLs Overview

e ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 is a standards-based, criterion referenced English
language proficiency test designed to measure English learners’ (in Grades
K-12) social and academic proficiency in English.

e |t assesses social and instructional English as well as the language associated
with language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies within the school
context across the four language domains.

e The assessments is used to determine the English language proficiency levels
and progress of ELs in the domains of speaking, listening, reading, and writing.

e Level 1: Entering - Student knows and uses minimal social language and minimal
academic language with visual and graphic support

e Level 2: Emerging - Student knows and uses some social English and general academic

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National Latin Exam (NLE) Overview

The National Latin Exam, sponsored by the American Classical League and the
National Junior Classical League, is a 40-question, multiple-choice test with a
time limit of 45 minutes,

Administered to students on seven levels: Introduction to Latin, Latin |, Latin I,
Latin Ill, Latin lI/IV Prose, Latin Ill/IV Poetry, and Latin V/VI+. Students are
expected to take the exam named for the level of Latin in which they are
enrolled.

Students are awarded/recognized based upon the annual, national average for

each separate exam.
In Spring 2019, the NLE exam was administered to 174 students in Grades 7-12.

PSAT Overview

The PSAT 8/9 is the first in the College Board’s “SAT Suite of Assessments” and is used to establish a
starting point in terms of college and career readiness as students transition to high school. It also
serves as a way for students to practice for the PSAT 10, the PSAT/NMSQT, and the SAT. The exam is
administered to all 9th graders at no cost to our students.

The PSAT 8/9 total score range is 240-1440.

The total testing time of the PSAT 8/9 is 2 hours and 25 minutes and includes 120 questions.

The PSAT 10 is also a practice SAT exam designed specifically for sophomores in high school. The
exam is aligned to the SAT, and is the same test as the PSAT/NMSQT. However, the the tests are
offered at different times in the year and students do not qualify for the National Merit Scholarship
program. The exam is administered to all 10th graders at no cost to our students.

The PSAT 10 total score range is 320-1520.

The total testing time of the PSAT 10 is 2 hours and 45 minutes and includes 139 questions.

SAT Overview

The SAT is a standardized test administered by the College Board designed to
measure a high school student's readiness for college, and provide colleges
with one common data point that can be used to compare all applicants. The
exam is administered to all 12th graders at no cost to our students.

The SAT total score range is 400-1600.

The exam consists of two sections: Math and Evidence-Based Reading and
WritinG. The total testing time of the SAT is 3 hours and includes 154
questions.
